LCWU Academic Council Approves New Programs

The 25th meeting of the Academic Council was held at the Lahore College for Women University,chaired by the
Vice-Chancellor Prof. Dr.Bushra Mirza. The meeting was attended by Deans, Directors, Heads of Departments,
and representatives of the Higher Education Department. On the direction of the Chancellor, Governor Punjab
Chaudhry Muhammad Sarwar, the Academic Council approved the teaching of the Holy Quran with translation
as mandatory for all university students.The Quranic education will be part of the academic curriculums at both
the undergraduate and graduate levels. The new academic programs approved by the Council include, Doctor
of Physical Therapy; BS Software Engineering; and, B.Ed (1.5 years) at Government Post-Graduate College,
Samanabad, Lahore. PhD and MBA programs with specialisation in Human Resource Management,
Marketing, Finance, Tourism, Hospitality Management, and Entrepreneurship and Executive MBA were
approved under the Department of Management Sciences. Multiple other diplomas and short courses in
various disciplines were also approved. A special Zia-ud-Din Babri Medal was also announced for the Pharm-D
program. All of these new additions, along with the existing disciplines, aim to empower female students as
active members of the society.

Inauguration of IT Labs at Faculty of
Management and Public Administration

LCWU Finalised and Executed Online Admission Policy

The online admission policy was finalised and the admission process started from September 9, 2020.The
admission process for Fall 2020 was completely online, without any paper submissions, for the first time in
history of the university. This was a great step taken with the cooperation of the 40 teaching departments at
graduate and post-graduate levels, for a total of 100 available programs, in the wake of the coronavirus
pandemic.Admissions for the intermediate college also started from September 11,2020.
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
